This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	St Giles’ and St George’s Music learning journey is first and foremost designed to help all children to feel that they are musical and develop a life-long love of music, through high quality music teaching. We focus on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need to become confident performers, composers and listeners with a good knowledge musical history. It introduces children to music genres from around the world and across the generations, helping them to understand the history and cultural context of the music that they are listening to, from around the world and across the generations.
Our learning journey uses a spiral curriculum and meets the needs of the National curriculum (NC) and is informed by the Model Music Curriculum (MMC), through the adoption of the Kapow scheme. This music scheme is delivered from EYFS to Y6 by class teachers. It focuses on the following key principles: 
· Cyclical: Pupils return to the same skills and knowledge again and again during their time in primary school. 
· Increasing depth: Each time a skill or area of knowledge is revisited it, is covered with greater depth. 
· Prior knowledge: Upon returning to a skill, prior knowledge is utilised so pupils can build upon previous foundations, rather than starting again. 
We take a holistic approach to music, in which the individual strands below are woven together to create engaging and enriching learning experiences: 
· Listening and Evaluating 
· Creating sounds
· Notation
· Improvising and composing
· Performing – Singing and Playing
Each unit combines these strands within a cross-curricular topic designed to capture pupils’ imagination and encourage them to explore music enthusiastically.
Over the course of the journey children will be taught to sing fluently and expressively, play tuned and untuned instruments accurately and with control. They will learn to recognise and name pitch, duration, tempo, timbre, structure, texture and dynamics whilst using them in their own improvisations and compositions.
Curriculum lessons consist of a range of learning opportunities:
Listening and evaluating- exploring a range of musical styles and genres from around the world and different periods of music. 
Whole class instrumental teaching facilitates children to utilise their voice or individual instruments and enable children to read music progressively, from graphic scores to stave notation. This year, all children in Year 3 and 4 will learn the recorder and Year 5 and 6 will learn to play the ukulele. 
Creating sounds, including improvisation and composing, facilitates the opportunity for pupils to work individually and as part of a small or larger group. During the summer term, Years 5 and 6 work collaboratively to create a leaver’s song. 
For pupils in the Early Years, music features during the school day as well as being delivered specifically through the Expressive Arts and Design element of the EYFS curriculum. For pupils in Key stage 1 and Key Stage 2, 45 – 60 minutes of discreet music is timetabled, per week, throughout the year. Children also have a designated singing worship each week. 

Lesson Delivery - Within each music session there will be the following elements: 
1. Explore – key vocabulary shared, a range of music listening and appraisal opportunities. 
2. Teach – Explanation and modelling. Begin with a recap or introduction which addresses prior learning The children then are exposed to new learning or learning in their sequence and how it fits within our theme of work. 
3. Practise and Questioning – discussions during listening and composing including individual and group work. Children are prompted with various assessment questions and questions to get them thinking a little deeper about the skills they have learnt. 
4. Apply – active learning opportunity to apply high quality teaching, completing tasks with scaffolding and challenge. 
5. Review – opportunity for self and peer assessment. 
Continuous AFL takes place during this lesson cycle. 
Alongside our music curriculum, we also offer a broad and expansive opportunities for extra curriculum musical experiences. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Extra Curricular Music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At St Giles’ & St George’s we pride ourselves with the breadth of extra-curricular music opportunities available to all our children. All instrumental tuition is provided by specialist music teachers from the Entrust music service and Rocksteady, aiding both progress and enjoyment, providing opportunities for performance. 
Individual and Group Tuition 
Individual and group woodwind instrumental lessons are offered from Y1 to Y6 in recorder, flute, clarinet, saxophone. 
These lessons are delivered by Entrust Music Service in collaboration with The Music Partnership, they are taught throughout the school day and based on peripatetic music teachers’ timetables. Lessons are taught individually or in small groups, based on ability, and delivered in a designated music room. Children can work through the graded syllabus of national accredited music examinations. When ready, children are encouraged to work towards music exams and attend the local music centre on a Saturday morning to participate in performances there. Each term pupils will receive a report card to celebrate their success in their instrument. 
Woodwind pupils will perform throughout the year during assemblies and in a Music Showcase concert during the summer term. 
Instrumental tuition is paid for by parents at a reduced rate and is supplemented by the school budget. There is no cost to children and families for instrumental hire. 
RockSteady 
Rocksteady provides ensemble lessons for pupils from Reception to Year 6 on electric drums, electric guitar, bass guitar, keyboard and vocals. Ensembles take place on a Tuesday morning and have been hugely popular. Rehearsals take place in our care club room to provide sufficient space and lessons are charged to parents directly by RockSteady. There is an option for 1 bursary place each year within the RockSteady provision and we will match fund 2 additional places this year. Termly concerts are held so that each RockSteady band can perform for pupils and parents/carers. 

Singing Squad
For those children who love to sing, we run a weekly singing squad for children in Years 3-6. This before school time club has a core group of pupils who engage brilliantly and will lead them to perform in a range of venues, e.g. Stoke’s Gotta Sing at the Mitchell Arts Centre, Festival of Music at the Victoria Hall and Young Voices in Birmingham. There may be an opportunity to sing at a Three Spires Trust Conference. 

Recorders
Along with individual paid tuition, an after-school recorder club is offered. This is for anyone with an interest in playing the recorder, not just those children having recorder lessons. Pupils learn a range of pieces and attend the Victoria Hall with other schools from the area to perform in a concert.
We offer further music opportunities for KS1 and KS2 in an after-school music club. 
We have good community links with the local churches, hospital and residential homes that pupils perform at for different events throughout the year.  


Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Each week, children take part in singing practice sessions, this is through whole school assemblies, designated singing worship and class worship. 
Traditionally, EYFS and KS1 perform in nativities at Christmas. 
In Year 6, pupils take part in a theatrical production performed to parents and their peers. This production includes the learning and performance of songs. These are performed a few times, and we welcome our parents, governors and members of the community to enjoy these performances. 
Due to it’s huge success and positive feedback we hold a Music Showcase in the Summer term and is now an annual event on the school calendar. This showcase encourages children with a musical interest along with those that have learnt an instrument to perform to an audience in familiar school setting. 
Each year we have a Royal Shakespeare week and music features as one of the elements of this week. 
Our school aim to experience a Pantomime each year, either at the theatre or a company performance in-house, ensuring that all pupils experience watching a live performance. 
Children develop good performance skills through the recording of video and some audio as part of their class music assessments. Formal and informal classroom music is shared with parents/ carers via Class Dojo and music evidence is recorded in Evidence Me. 
Pupils who learn an instrument can speak to their teacher about performing a song to their class during lesson time. Children should make sure that they have their music and instruments when they wish to perform. 



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Our vision for music development at St Giles’ & St George’s Academy is to continue to develop a music curriculum that allows all teachers to deliver high-quality lessons in which children will flourish. This will be achieved by September 2025. 
The Music Curriculum journey underwent some changes during the 2024-2025 academic year and so the focus for this year is on the teaching and learning of music by class teachers, ensuring that small steps are well matched and assessment data is accurate to enable progress to be monitored. 
In 2025-26 we will ensure that we aim to build on the depth of music that we already have in place by extending the opportunities for more pupils to learn to play an instrument through our whole class recorder and ukulele teaching.  
Strengthen links with external music organisations – investigate opportunities for pupils to watch/ listen to live performances to inspire future musicians. 
Performance opportunities – continue to provide opportunities for children in school and beyond showcasing music and curriculum music.

CPD - We value the importance of quality first teaching and recognise the need for teachers to have a strong subject knowledge in music. Ongoing CPD is provided in the form of teacher videos for each music unit throughout the Kapow scheme. 
Teachers of classes who receive whole class instrumental tuition will take part in the music lessons and develop their subject knowledge through learning a musical instrument alongside the class. 
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
